Soil temperature is critical in seed germination. When soil temperature drops below 10C it can result in
uneven emergence. The air and soil temperature relationship plays an important part in emergence, as the
mesocotyl and coleoptile elongate to temperature. If the soil is warmer than the air, the mesocotyl and
coleoptijle grpws down resulting in delayed and uneven emergence.

Limited acreage of corn and wheat was planted in late April. May 8-13
was when the majority of the corn was planted. The heavier clays were
not able to be planted until May 12, resulting in very limited acreage
done on these soils as it was only 2 days before the rains.
